gyamsag alatt allt.

THE NEW HUNGARIAN
STATE AND ITS “OLD
AND NEW" ARMY

The armistice concluded on 20 January 1945 obliged the new Hungarian state
to set up eight divisions. The organization of five divisions was started
between February and May, but only two (1st and 6th Divisions) were actually
set up and assigned to operational territory. These were not directly deployed a
fighting troops but, subordinated to the 3rd Ukrainian Front, they carried out
law enforcement and policing tasks in Austria. Following the German
capitulation they were soon repatriated.

The new Hungarian Army (officially the “Hungarian Defence Forces” from 25
December 1945, non-officially the “Democratic Defence Forces™) was placed
under the control of the Allied Control Commission in legal terms; in fact it
was under the structural, financial, technical and political “guardianship” of
the Soviet Union.
