MAGYAR MEGSZALLO ALAKULATOK

UKRAIJNABAN

A Szovjetunio elleni haboru totalis habora volt, amelyet nemcsak a frontokon, hanem melyen a frontok mogott 1s vivtak a szembenallo felek.
Ennek egyik legkimeletlenebb €s legkiszamithatatlanabb formaja a partizanhaboru volt. 1941-1943 kozott a megszallo erok részekent
mintegy 100 000 magyar katona tapasztalhatta meg a partizanhaboru sajatos logikajat. A jelentosebb partizanharcokra 1943 masodik fele €s
az 1944 elso fele kozottr 1doszakban kerult sor. A magyar megszallo alakulatokat leginkabb akkor vetettek be a partizanok ellen, amikor a
szovjet regularis erok jelentos sikereket ertek el a harctereken. A magyar megszalld er0k vesztesege 1941 novembere €s 1942 juliusa kozott
az alabbi volt: 542 elesett, 114 eltunt ¢s 1146 sebesiilt, ugyanakkor 1943. majus 1. ¢s 1944. januar 1. kozott 1094 elesettet, 2596 sebesiiltet,
418 eltintet vesztettek. Ennek azonban tobbszorose volt a partizanok embervesztesege, amelyet tovabb novelt a ,,partizan gyanusnak”™
nyilvanitott polgari lakossag likvidalasabol adodo artatlan aldozatok nagy szama 1s. Terrorisztikus modszerekkel, sokszor a megszalloknal
kegyetlenebbiil 1eptek fel sajat honfitarsaik ellen a partizanok 1s.

A magyar megszallo alakulatok szemé¢lyr allomanya nagyobb részben 1ddsebb korosztalybeli, vagy nemzetis€égi, hianyosan kiképzett
legénysegbol allt. Hadrendjliket a varhato biztositd feladataikat tekintetbe veve alakitottak ki. A megszalld alakulatok eredeti feladata a
szallitas1 utvonalak, vasutak, hidak, objektumok biztositasa €s a katonai kozigazgatasi feladatok ellatasa volt. A neémet parancsnoksagok
azonban, ha a hadmiiveletekben tores keletkezett, harcolo, restomd alakulatokkent 1s gatlastalanul bevetettek ¢ magyar csapatokat.

HUNGARIAN OCCUPATION TROOPS IN THE
UKRAINE

The war against the Soviet Union was an all-out warfare fought by the belligerents not only 1n the frontlines, but also well beyond them. The
partisan warfare represented a cruel and erratic form of the conflict. As part of the occupation troops, almost 100,000 Hungarian soldiers
percerved the particular logic behind guerilla warfare between 1941 and 1943. Heavy combats occurred between late 1943 and early 1944.
Hungarian occupation troops usually were deployed against partisans when the Soviet regular army had significant successes along the
fronlines. The losses of the Hungarian occupation troops were as follows: 542 dead, 114 missing and 1,146 wounded between November
1941 and Juy 1942; 1,094 dead, 418 missing and 2,596 wounded between 1 May 1943 and 1 January 1944. The number of casualties on the
partisan side well exceeded this figure, which was multiplied by the high number of mnocent civilian victims executed as “suspected
partisans.” Through application of terror techniques, the guerillas frequently acted more brutally against their own fellow countrymen in
many cases then the invaders.

The Hungarian occupation troops mainly comprised older age groups, nationalities and less trained personnel. Their order of battle was
adapted for the anticipated securing tasks. The original tasks were securing transporting lines, roads, railways, bridges and military objects
and providing military administrational duties. However, German headquarters did not hesitate to deploy these Hungarian troops for fighting
in the first lines 1n critical situations.
