A REJITETT HADSEREG IIL.

1927-ben megsziint a magyar hadsereg kozvetlen ellendrzése, Magyarorszag szamara lehetdseg nyilt
haderejének erdteljesebb fejlesztésére. A cel ekkor a fegyvernemi ardnytalansagok megsziintetése, a tiizérseg,
a panceljarmives csapat, a hirado- ¢s muszaki csapatok, valamint a legierd technikai fejlesztése, mindezzel
egyltt a honveédseg Ietszamanak emelése. A harom €évben meghatarozott terv megvalosulasat azonban a nagy
gazdasagi vilagvalsag megakadalyozta

1932-ben dolgoztak ki a hadsereg perspektivikus fejlesztési terveét, ami az elsd 4-5 esztendoben azonban
jobbara csak szervezeti valtozasokat hozott. Technikai, anyagi eldrelépésre inkabb a 1930-as évek masodik
feletol, erdteljesebben 1938-t01 a GyOr1 Programmal kertilt sor. Az 0j doktrina ugyanakkor — dacolva a meég
mindig fennall6 trianoni tilalmakkal — mar az altalanos hadkotelezettséggel szamolt. Ugynevezett
.ellendrzes1 szemléken” gyorsitott kiképzésben részesitetteck a hadkoteles korosztalyokat. A honveédség
allando letszama a harmincas e€vek elejére tullepte a 60 000 {6t, 1937-ben pedig 37 000 ujonc sorkoteles
bevonultatasaval 85 000-re emelkedett. A kotelezo katonai szolgalat 1deje elobb 18, késobb 24 honap lett. A
hadsereg megerositésének, mindsegi fejlesztésének leghangosabb sz0szo0loja honvédelmi miniszterként, majd
miniszterelnokként Gombos Gyula volt.

THE “SECRET ARMY" III.

The direct control and supervision over the Hungarian Defence Forces was no longer conducted from 1927,
therefore Hungary had a chance to expand the potentials of its armed forces more dynamically. The major aims
were to balance the disproportionateness between the combat arms, to improve the artillery, the armoured troops,
the communication and engineering troops as well as the air force in technical terms, along with the increase of
headcount. However, the implementation of the three-year plan failed due to the Great Depression.

The long-range development plan of the army was made 1in 1932, which mostly resulted 1n structural changes
in the first 4-5 years. Technical and material progress was attained from the second half of the 1930s and more
especially from 1938 by means of the Gyor Programme. Despite the prohibitions of the Treaty of Trianon still
in effect, the new doctrine already took compulsory military service into account. The age groups obliged for
compulsory military service were given rapid training. Thus, the permanent headcount of the army had
exceeded 60,000 at the beginning of the 1930s and increased to 85,000 in 1937, after 37,000 recruits had been
drafted into the army. The term of compulsory military service was 18 months first, and then 1t was extended
to 24 months. The leading advocate of the quality development to establish a more powerful army was
Minister of Defence, then Prime Minister Gyula GOmbos.
